6.24.3 A coach, player, and/or bench personnel shall be prohibited from throwing/placing any foreign substances on the competitive surface and out-of-play areas (including locker rooms, hallways, press
rooms, etc.) prior to, during, and/or after playing any game. Substances to include but not limited to all liquids, powders, confetti, glitter, dirt, sand, grass, and streamers. Schools not adhering to the
Prohibited Items Bylaw could be fined up to $250 per incident.
